3. Training manual design

4. Contributions to community

a. Promote the rescue squad through community, such as serving on disaster committees, EMS councils or EMS boards.

5. Development or design of rescue vehicles

Applicant must have been a member of a VAVRS volunteer rescue squad(s) for at least 15 years.

Applications must be submitted by a member squad/crew of VAVRS, AVAVRS or the Rescue Hall of Fame Committee.

Applications must be received in the VAVRS State Office no later than December 31 of each year in order for the application to be considered for the following convention.

All information in support of the candidate shall be submitted with the application.  The Rescue Hall of Fame Committee may require additional information to assist in the investigation of the applicant.

Include a good quality black and white photograph with the application.  The photograph will be reproduced onto the award plaque.  The application will not be processed if a photograph is not received with the application.
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A summary of the candidate’s accomplishments, not to exceed 1,000 words, must accompany the application.  Facts, spelling, grammar, and punctuation must be correct.  The summary text will be inscribed onto the award plaque.

No  more than three applicants may be inducted into the Rescue Hall of Fame each year.  The Historian shall announce the candidates selected to the Rescue Hall of Fame at the annual convention awards ceremony.

THE COMMITTEE IS UNDER NO OBLIGATION TO SELECT A CANDIDATE FOR ANY GIVEN YEAR IF THEIR FINDINGS DETERMINE THAT THE QUALIFICATIONS OF THE APPLICANT ARE SUCH THAT THEY DO NOT MEET THE STRICT REQUIREMENTS OF ADMISSION TO THE RESCUE HALL OF FAME.

IT IS VERY IMPORTANT THAT ANY AND ALL REQUESTED INFORMATION IS SUBMITTED.  IT IS THE DUTY OF THE SPONSOR TO “SELL” THE CANDIDATE TO THE RESCUE HALL OF FAME COMMITTEE.  THE MORE INFORMATION THAT IS SUBMITTED WILL BETTER JUSTIFY THE AWARD TO THE CANDIDATE.
