He served as Secretary, Vice President and two terms as President of the VAVRS.  In 1985 he received life membership form the VAVRS where he devoted many years of service. He was also very active in the Hopewell Community and was awarded honors such as Volunteer of the Year by the Hopewell City Jaycees, Senior Citizen of the Year in 1995, and inducted into the Senior Citizen Hall of Fame in 1998.  He was always willing to talk about crew business and wanted each squad person to reach their potential. To be eligible for the scholarship:

You must have been a member of the VAVRS, AVAVRS, the VAJVRS for at least 2 years, or be a dependent of a person who has been a member for 5 years.

One of the judging criteria is the amount of volunteer Rescue Squad work or qualifications attained.

You must be accepted at a fully accredited college or University or awaiting acceptance at an institution that meets these criteria.  (The scholarship will not be awarded until you have been accepted.)

You may not have received this scholarship before.

Application must be received by July 1.  The committee of 6 decides the winner in August each year.  The winner is announced on Saturday night at the convention.  The check is mailed to the college in December.
